	Legal criteria

	Section 34(1)(aa)
the support is necessary to address needs of the participant arising from an impairment which meets the disability requirements (see section 24) or the early intervention requirements (see section 25)

	

	Section 34(1)(a)
the support will assist the participant to pursue the goals, objectives and aspirations included in the participant’s NDIS plan                     

	

	Section 34(1)(b)
the support will assist the participant to undertake activities, so as to facilitate the participant’s social and economic participation
	

	Section 34(1)(c)
the support represents value for money in that the costs of the support are reasonable, relative to both the benefits achieved and the cost of alternative support

Consider: 
Are there any comparable supports which would achieve the same outcome at a substantially lower cost?

Will the support substantially improve the life stage outcomes for, and be of long‑term benefit to, the participant?

Is funding or provision of the support likely to reduce the cost of the funding of supports for the participant in the long term?
	

	Section 34(1)(d)
The support will be, or is likely to be, effective and beneficial for the participant, having regard to current good practice. 

(Evidence may include:
Reference to published and refereed literature or consensus of expert opinion.)

	

	Section 34(1)(e)
The funding or provision of the support takes into account what is reasonable to expect families, carers, informal networks and the community to provide.

Is the support beyond what is reasonable to expect of informal unpaid family/friends to provide?

Consider: 
· the age of the participant (and the expected level of independence from informal supports for peers of that age)
· the capacity of the participant’s informal supports
· the intensity and type of support that is required and whether it is age and gender appropriate for a family member/friend to be providing that care
· the risks to the long term wellbeing of the participant and risks to any family members/friends who the participant is depending on (physical, financial and emotional risks)


	

	Section 34(1)(f)
The support is most appropriately funded or provided through the National Disability Insurance Scheme.

Consider responsibilities of other services/systems to provide the support, including in accordance with reasonable adjustments required under a law dealing with discrimination on the basis of disability.

	General Criteria for Supports
 
	Author of Report/statement, date of report/statement, key points made within report/statement (including quotes) 

	RULE 5.1
The support:
a. is not likely to cause harm to the participant or pose a risk to others;
b. is related to the participant’s disability;
c. does not duplicate other supports; and
d. does not relate to day-to-day living costs (consider whether the support is needed solely because of the participant’s disability or because it is ancillary to another funded support) 

	

	SDA eligibility criteria 
(as in NDIS (SDA) Rules)
Rule 12 OR 13 is satisfied and 
Rule 14 is satisfied, as follows:

	Rule 12 – extreme functional impairment
To have an extreme function impairment under Rule 12, the participant must:
a) have extremely reduced functional capacity or psychosocial functioning to undertake daily life activities such as mobility, self-care, or self-management (you only need one), and 
b) a very high need for person-to-person supports in doing the activity, even with assistive technology, equipment or home modifications.

	

	Rule 13 – very high support needs
To have a very high support needs under Rule 12, the participant must: 
a) Have lived in SDA for a long time and transitioning to another housing option would impact the person’s capacity and support, or 
b) Have a very high need for person-to-person supports, either immediately available or constant, for a significant part of the day

	

	Rule 14 – Needs requirement 
In combination with other supports, SDA must:
a) better assist the participant to pursue the goals, objectives and aspirations, and
b) be more effective and beneficial, including in improving functional capacity, mitigating the impact of the impairment, promoting opportunities to develop skills, providing stability and continuity of support, and
c) Represent better value for money.
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
